NOTE

In strong winds, the mast linedriver ratchet must be switched on to
stop slight rotation due to furling line stretch. This won't stop you
reefing quickly, but you will need to disengage the ratchet before
unreefing. The centre position of plunger is free rotation.

If the reef line or aft mounted winches break, you can reef from
the mast, using the mast mounted linedriver. This is not nearly as
convenient as cockpit control, but it can be useful in an emergency.
